Andrea strives to express her People’s history and
all our futures using her art. She focuses on
animals and scenes of the West Coast of Canada
and our intricate relationships with them. Andrea
works in the mediums of acrylic on canvas/wood,
serigraph, vector art, and multimedia. She has had
numerous shows of her work including at Eagle
Feather Gallery, the Place Gallery and The Outpost
at Ketchikan.
